LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

NJ Department of Labor &
Workforce Development
Adopts New Overtime

Regulations

On September 8, 2011 the New
lersey Department of Llabor and
Warkforce Development adopted
new regulations on overiime
payments to employees. The new
regulations will make New Jersey's
overtime standards consistent with
federal regulations. The Chamber
supports this regulatory change, as it
clarifies the rules governing overiime
pay for employees, making it easier
for businesses to comply and
avoiding confusion in the
compensation of employees. This
rule change also makes iteasier for
companies that do business in
multiple states by creating
consistency in the treatment of

overiime reguiremenis. The new
regulations are effective as of
September s, 2011,

Federal regulations require
employers to pay employees
covered under the Fair labor
Standards Act (FLSA] at least the
minimum wage rate of $7.25 an
hour for a 40 hour work week. After
the 40 work hours are completed

the emplover must pay one and @
half of the employees pay rate for
work performed. The FLSA allows
certain exemptions to this policy for
employees that work in an executive,
administrative or professional

capacity.
